5.0 TRANSPORTATION

5.1 CHAPTER SUMMARY

A community’s transportation infrastructure suppdhe varied needs of its residents, local busesgsssitors, and
through traffic. The Transportation Chapter sumpearthe local transportation system and, basddaah input,
provides a 20-year jurisdictional plan that wilhgeas a resource guide implementation guide.

Wisconsin State Statute 66.1001(2)(c)

(c) Transportation Element

A compilation of objectives, policies, goals, maps and programs to guide the future development of the
various modes of transportation, including highways, transit, transportation systems for persons with
disabilities, bicycles, electric personal assistive mobility devices, walking, railroads, air transportation,
trucking, and water transportation. The element shall compare the local governmental unit's objectives,
policies, goals, and programs to state and regional transportation plans. The element shall also identify
highways within the local governmental unit by function and incorporate state, regional and other
applicable transportation plans, including transportation corridor plans, county highway functional and
jurisdictional studies, urban area and rural area transportation plans, airport master plans and rail plans
that apply in the local governmental unit.

5.2 GoALS AND OBJECTIVES
Among the 14 goals of Wisconsin’s comprehensilaaing law, two goals and objectives relate togportation.

1. Encourage neighborhood designs that support a mafitgensportation choices.

2. Provide an integrated, efficient, and economicatgportation system that affords mobility, convanes
safety, and meets the needs of all citizens, inetuttansit-dependent and disabled citizens.
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5.3 TRANSPORTATION POLICIES
The following transportation policies and prograengmmendations support the above goals to helgguid
transportation decisions for the next 20 years.

NOT IN ORDER OF PRIORITY

1. Promote new development and maintain existing muHuse trails, trail linkages, wide shoulders, or
sidewalks as part of new development proposals.

2. Strive to continue to improve and maintain sidewalkfacilities throughout the community.

3. Welcome opportunity to improve transportation for the elderly residents.
5.4  TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE
5.4.1 HIGHWAYS AND LOCAL STREETS

The County has a total of 1859.34 miles of roadsh@se, 310.87 are county miles and 1548.47 argaipal
miles, according to the county’s January 2008 WIShwentory. The County breakdown is shown in Tdble

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5.4.2 RUNCTIONAL CLASSIFICATION SYSTEM
The transportation system is classified by WisD@@oading to primary function representing very elint
purposes: 1) mobility and efficient travel and 2¢ess to properties. Simply put, when there areeraocess points,
carrying capacity is reduced and safety is compsethi The responsibility for maintaining and imprayroads
should ordinarily be assigned based upon the fonaliclassification of the roads. Road classificet are defined
as:

Principal Arterials accommodate interstate and interregional trips.

Minor Arterials accommodate interregional and inter-area traffizencents.

Major Collectors serve moderate-sized communities and intra-aréfactggnerators.

Minor Collectors link local roads to higher capacity roads and senabmmunities.

Local Roadsprovide access to residential, commercial, andstréal development.

Arterials fall under state jurisdiction, collectagsnerally fall under county jurisdiction, and lbo@ads are a local
responsibility. See Map 5.1 for your jurisdicti®lassification map.

Reflecting actual use, Jurisdictional Transferg (&#ie sharing of road responsibilities, may ocbuit,only when
there is agreement between units of governmentuadqlocal, county, or state). When considerirgpasible JT,
jurisdictions must take into account the levelraffic on the road, the projected responsibility filaintenance and
any required improvements, and the possible impagieneral transportation aids.

In addition to the functional and jurisdictionakhirchy, communities may nominate qualifying laceds (and
streets, in some cases) for the state’s Rustic RBaagram. The Rustic Road’s designation heljzecis and local
government to preserve scenic, country roads. eTaer currently two Rustic Roads in Grant Couritle first,
#99, is a 3.4 mile paved route in the Town of Piotd$ie route follows segments of River Lane Rdgldzing Road
and Brewery Hollow Road forming a loop off Highwa$3 in the Town of Potosi. The second, #70, i8.4 inile
gravel route near the Town of Stitzer. The root®fvs Liberty Ridge Road off of U.S. 61 and inobscHill Road,
Ridge Road, Sleepy Hollow Road, and Scenic Rod&btmty Highway E.

Grant County is also home to a segment of the WisiooGreat River Road. The Wisconsin Great RiveatdR
travels 249 miles along the Mississippi River (miity WI 35) running between Prescott, Wisconsid #me state
line near Dubuque lowa. The road is recognizethbyUS Department of Transportation as a Nationahs
Byway and by the Wisconsin Department of Transpiomeas a State Scenic Byway. Scenic Byways are
recognized for archeological, cultural, historiafural, recreational, and/or scenic qualities. Ghneat River road
has several unique qualities and is distinguisbedd natural beauty. Several Grant County Conitresilie are
situated along the Great River Road., includingaestown, Keiler, Dickeyville, Patch Grove, Wategld@nnyson,
Potosi, Cassville, Glen Haven, Bagley, Bloomingaoi Wyalusing.

5.4.3 TRAFFIC COUNTS

Between 1990 and 2000, vehicle miles traveled (Vii€jeased by 30% in Wisconsin. The Annual Averagdy
Traffic (AADT) counts are an important measure wpeoritizing improvements. WisDOT calculates thember
by multiplying raw hourly traffic counts by seasgrday-of-week, and axle adjustment factors. Thigydeourly
values are then averaged by hour of the day andallues are summed to create the AADT count.

5.4.4 TRAFFIC SAFETY

Nationwide, crash fatalities are decreasing — exetraffic is increasing. Why? The reduction irafiéies can be
credited to a combination of factors, including neyements in vehicle safety, better roads, incréasat belt use,
and advances in on-site and emergency room caeeAADT data show increased traffic on many Granu@yp
roads.

Many rural roads throughout the state are not desigo handle current traffic volumes. In 2002 cading to
Wisconsin’s Transportation Development Associa(ibDA), 64% of all vehicle crashes in Wisconsin oted on
the state’s local road system (town roads and roaopty roads fall into this category). AccordimgwWisconsin’s
Highway Safety Performance Plan 208#nificant external factors include demograpliparticularly the
proportion of the population between the ages e#4%nd over 65); increased number of licensecedsinumber
of miles driven; as well as types of driving expesuncluding lifestyle factors (such as patterhaloohol
consumption) and the weather. According to the 2@@4#rt, better lane markings and signage, wideulsters and
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lanes, additional guardrails, and reduced slopeddumake rural and two-lane roads safer and rethepersonal
and financial loss that results from crashes.

Fatalities are not merely statistics — they repretarible tragedies. The Grant County Traffice@giCommission
meets quarterly and includes the county highwagtgafoordinator and representatives from the cohiglway
department, law enforcement, EMS, private citizand/isDOT staff engineer, UW Platteville represénés,
county health department, and representatives WrdOT’'s SW Region. Their responsibility is to: fEpresent
the interests of their constituencies (includingltte engineering, enforcement, and citizen grougsil 2) offer
solutions to traffic safety related problems that larought to the Commission. The Village Planrimnmission
identified Highway 18 & 80 intersection as a prablarea. Recommendations include removing the gualrelt
the intersection and altering the parking at Shexjdylocal business, to make the view more cleadfivers.

545  ACCESSMANAGEMENT

Transportation system users frequently select saili@ maximize their personal mobility and effiaig while, at

the local level, property owners frequently seekntiximize access to their personal property. Ttierlacenario

reduces mobility and safety. Studies show a stoomgelation between: 1) an increase in crashesn 2)crease in
the number of commercial establishments, and 3)@ease in the total number of driveways per mile.

Commercial or industrial development seeks higligyble and accessible properties, preferably omessrwith high
traffic volumes and, optimally, at an importantergection. If the new business is successful Itehiinge traffic
patterns and may disrupt the efficiency of thedatgansportation system. Access and developmenbedoetter
accommodated by creating an area transportationfptanternal circulation and minimizing drivewagcess
points.

The national average for trip generation for a leifigmily home generates 9.5 trips per day. Ome Imeme may
not make much difference, but 10 new homes on-auatgac street can have quite an impact on theebimg
street’s traffic mobility and safety.

Connecting rear parking lots allows customers teedio many other shops in the corridor withouergering the
highway and interrupting traffic flow.

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5.4.6 WSsSDOT ROLE IN TRANSPORTATION PLANNING

Trans 233 is part of the Wisconsin Administratived€ and defines requirements that must be met when
subdividing lands abutting the state highway systé@ine Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WOSD) is
responsible for enforcing Trans 233 to preservificriow, enhance public safety, and ensure prdpghway
setbacks and storm water drainage.

The rule (as revised by a Wisconsin legislative cittee in 2004) applies to landowners who intenditéde land
abutting a state highway into five or more lotst thwe each 1.5 acres or less in size within a yie&r period. State
highways are defined as all numbered highways dictuinterstate, state and federal highways (ssdR9®, WIS
73 or US 51).

Landowners are encouraged to contact local WisDé&gjional office staff when making initial plans fdividing a
property. Before landowners expend funds on ermging or incur other related costs, WisDOT staff canduct
an informal “conceptual review.” This review prdes a landowner input on the safest location isfoessing the
state highway system. Once a “final map” is depetbto create the new lots, WisDOT staff will revithe final
map for conformance with the rule. WisDOT staffi @nnect landowners to the state Department of
Administration (DOA) which also reviews subdivisiptats.

WisDOT has 20 days to review a subdivision propo#fathe subdivision conforms to Trans 233, WisD{33ues a
letter of certification. If the subdivision doestrmeet the requirements of the rule, an objedgter is issued
explaining which parts of the rule are not being.me

Major components of the Trans 233 Rule:

Review. WisDOT reviews all subdivision plats along sthighways for conformance with the rule.
Along with state highway system segments in rurahs, the rule also applies to segments that extend
through a village or city. A “conceptual reviewdrt provide landowners early feedback on a subdivisi
proposal. Once a final map is provided, WisDOT 2@slays to complete its review.

Access. Direct access to the state highway system frowlynereated lots is generally not permitted. The
owner should determine alternative ways to proeideess to the property. The preferred optionrishie
property to take access off an alternative strdietw public streets created by a subdivision agentixt
preferred alternative. Joint driveways may bevedid if a special exception from the rule is reqeésind
approved. Some developments may require a spegifit study.

Drainage. Drainage is evaluated to help ensure that stoaterflowing from a new development does not
damage a highway or its shoulders. It is advistblliscuss drainage issues with WisDOT distrificef
staff before submitting a subdivision for review.

Setback. Setbacks are areas abutting a state highway ichviduildings cannot be constructed. (This
provision does not apply to county highways or taaads. County or town officials should be corgdct
regarding their restrictions). In general, setisaate 110 feet from the centerline of the highwaymfeet
from the right-of-way line, whichever is more réstive.

Vision corners. Vision corners are triangular areas at intersastiwithin which structures, improvements
and landscaping are restricted because they cak thie ability of motorists to see oncoming velscle
Vision corners may be required at the time a peisrobtained and possibly sooner.

If a subdivision is not reviewed by WisDOT and itbsequently recorded, a landowner will not receiviiveway
or any other permit relating to the highway. Thbdivision and property must comply with the rueddyea permit
is issued. Landowners may be exposed to liabititydrainage damage to the highway or damage towmer’s
own property from unanticipated diversion or reiembf surface water. There can be other advesesarjuences
relating to financing, the value of the properte safety of entrance upon and departure fromitiferay, and the
public interest and investment in the highway. atin WisDOT cannot issue a utility permit for anaertified
subdivision. Utility companies must obtain a WisD@ermit before doing any work on highway rightve&y. It
may not be possible to provide utility service tpraperty if the service must come from lines o liighway right-
of-way.
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Other access management tools are still used bp®Jison longer segments as part of corridor presienva
efforts, including 84.09, 84.25, or 84.295 of the Wisconsin Statutes.

Purchase for Access Contro{ 84.09)WisDOT can purchase access rights to alter or eltei unsafe
access points or to restrict or prohibit additiometess.

Administrative Access Control( 84.25)WisDOT can designate controlled-access highways and
“freeze” present access; future alterations woetflire WisDOT approval.

Corridor Preservation Mapping ( 84.295) Local governments and WisDOT can work ttogieto map
the land needed for future transportation improvweser local governments can incorporate proposed
transportation improvements into their adopted lasel maps. This mapping would inform the public and
potential developers about land that has been pexbéor future transportation improvements and
preserve the future right-of-way.

The Planning Commission does not foresee growttaatipg the community’s transportation system. Vikage
currently does not coordinate with the County andOT when designating areas for new developmentan
the Village receives a request for a new developmpermit. Hazel Green does not have road or sttesign
guidelines for new development and does not cugréialve a driveway ordinance.

5.4.7 TRANSPORTATION |NFRASTRUCTURE | SSUES

There are places where people have daily trangmrtaptions including driving, taking trains, nidj buses,
bicycling, or walking. In rural communities, mastthese options may not be practical or are jostwailable.
Local planning input may seem to have little inflae or relation to larger or more varied transpmts systems.
However, residents of towns and villages — ancetheted and appointed officials who represent thdrave good
reasons to care about local transportation needsasi

Supporting economic development

In addition to personal vehicles (cars, trucks,)ethe Planning Commission identified carpoolipgra-transit
(shared-ride taxi service), tractors/combines/wagbitycles, and horse drawn buggies/wagons as tyhes of
transportation used in the jurisdiction.

The most satisfactory aspect of Montfort’s transqtion system is Highway 18 being redone, whicbved for a
nice entry and exit from the jurisdiction. Thertsportation issue that causes the most dissafisficstthat
Highway 80 is in poor condition and needs to bened The Planning Commission commented that nol@ohts
to travel it to Platteville and it is a necessity fesidents, however cost factors make it hafdnd repairs. The
Commission recommended that the transportationcagipat is in most need of improvement is the ladigdge
streets as well as the county and state highwagmgs More federal funding or state funding wduégdp with
these improvements. The prioritization of transgtion issues in Montfort are ranked below. “1the highest
priority.

1 - Transportation safety 5 — Freight mobility

2 — Transportation needs of the elderly 6 — Connectivity with the larger transportation

and disabled system

3 — Transportation to support economic 7 — Tourism (including preservation of rural views)
development

4 — Agricultural-vehicle mobility 8 — Recreational transportation uses

In 5 years, the Village would want major improvertsemade to Highway 80 from Montfort to Platteville.
Additional projects include the north and west efthe Village streets. In 10 years, the Villagewd want to
address county, township, and state road maintenapecifically on Fountain Street, Prospect StredtMineral
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Street. In 20 years, the Village would like to exib state highway access as well as county, topyresid village
upkeep and maintenance of roads.

5.5 TRANSPORTATION USERS
This section looks at transportation options fanoauters, the elderly and disabled, and those whaodldrive. In
Wisconsin, there are limited public transportatsenvices available in rural communities.

55.1 QOMMUTING PATTERNS

According to Census 2000, 30% of the county’'s wandé, or 7,394 residents, commute to another cdontyork
each day. The table below shows the top commugnitteere the Village of Montfort residents work, aaling to
the 2000 Census.

When Grant County residents commute, generally toeymute alone. According to Census 2000, 72% of

residents drove to work alone, 6% walked to work] &1.5% carpooled.

5.5.2 WORK CARPOOLING

According to the DWD, 30% of Grant County’s workfercommutes to jobs outside of the county. As ndted
majority of these commuters drive alone. Shared-coimmuters often make informal arrangements to
accommodate carpooling. Currently the closest parkride lot is located just off of Highway 151Belmont,
Wisconsin.

The Wisconsin Department of Administration (DOA)osees a Vanpool/Ridesharing program for statenanel
state workers commuting to Madison. Grant Countyoiscurrently served by a vanpool, but if thereevenough
interest, a new vanpool could be formed. For mofermation, contact the Vanpool Office: 1-800-88ANS or e-
mail: vanpool@doa.state.wi.ughe Village Planning Commission noted interagthie creation of a Park-N-Ride
with a potential location of the bank lot of Watr&et.

5.5.3  TRANSPORTATION FACILITIES FOR THE ELDERLY AND DISABLED

As part of fulfilling federal transit planning relgements, representatives from Grant County paaieid in a
regional transit planning workshop in 2006, as pafederally required efforts to increase the diwation of
transit services. The results were summarizedaér@tant County Transit Services Plan. As Figuréss5
illustrate the needs of this age group will become much migréficant — at both the local and state level iy
the 20-year window of this plan.

BARRIERS - “Budget restraints, the size of the
county, and the many different work shifts neededsbmeone to provide the transportation. Sometime
the size of the vehicle prevents our going int@rdriveways and the time and fuel costs to gadludf
“beaten path” is a barrier.”
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Along with the Grant County Center on Aging, otbeunty and regional special transportation sergirowiders
include the Hodan Center, Inc., Southwest OppadigsiCenter, Inc., SWCAP’s Work ‘n Wheels loan peoqg,
Southern Grant Road Crew, Inc., and the City oft®Ndle’s Shared Ride Taxi & Meal-Site Van.

In the summer of 2007, the Southwest Wisconsin ditdream undertook @ransportation Services Questionnaire
to identify transportation service needs, possiipigortunities, and appropriate recommendationsifyéve
transportation services for residents of Southwedf¢isconsin. The Planning Commission identified heed for
improved transportation services for the elderlgt disabled. In the event that transportation serimprovements
should be made, Montfort recommended they takesphfithe county level.

5.5.4  BCYCLES AND PEDESTRIANS

Bicycles, pedestrians, and motor vehicles haveesharads and streets for decades. Beginning in W@8Che
“good roads movement,” the activism of bicyclistssed the way for the system of roads that we tekgranted
today. To help fund improvements, bicycle user feé®m 50-cents to $1 per bicycle — were asseiss2€01;
highway user fees — initially $1 for each vehicleere first assessed in 1905.

Today, children under the age of 16, the elderig those with disabilities are the greater portibthe public using
pedestrian facilities. Many youth, and some comnsytéde bicycles as their regular means of trartagion. The
limited experience of children, and the limited pizgl ability of the elderly and disabled, shouéddonsidered
when making improvements and when new streetsdateda

In 2001, Grant County completedzmant County Bicycle Improvement Plamich created a framework for
accommodating bicycles on state, county, and t@ads and was used to identify routes between cortiesiand
to connect communities with popular tourism degioms. According to the Plan, bicycling is an und#ized
mode of transportation in Grant County. While 02896 of the commuting population commutes no mioaa tLO
minutes to work, very few choose to commute by diey The small number of bicycling trips can beilatited to
impediments such as: traffic conditions, safetyoswns, transportation infrastructure and topography

Key Recommendations from the Plan include:
- Improve bicycle safety along the Great River Roantidor by paving the road shoulders.

Paved shoulders should be included for County Tidigkways (CTH) identified in the plan when the
highway is resurfaced.
Sign popular bike routes with caution signs togaimtorist's awareness of bicyclists on the highway
The needs of bicyclists must be considered in #sigth and maintenance of the bridges and their
approaches.
Pave the shoulders of the main roads leading ocowimunities in Grant County to the first major
intersection as other road improvements are made.

5.5.5  RECREATIONAL - ATV S, BICYCLING , AND WALKING

The Platteville-Belmont commuter connector is théy@pproved trail in Grant County and is in thegess of
being completed. The Trail runs from Lafayette Qgunto Grant County along U.S. Highway 151. Astpd
the recent USH 151 project, WisDOT monies weretpward the Belmont-Platteville trail. Corridor
enhancements for bicyclists include a bike pathegpalss at Belmont, just east of the Grant-Lafay@ettenty
line, and a two-mile bike path parallel to the higly in Grant County. A local Friends of the Trailod@p is
working with the DNR, which also contributed funtis;al property owners, and others to bring thegmtato
completion, which also contributed funds, and vattal property owners and others, to bring thequoijo
completion.

Grant County currently has three proposed trait®@ting to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Reses
South Central trails network. The first trail segrhis State Highway 23, which is a potential naluth trail
route that could link several trails together teate a large system that highlights the unglaciaedscape and
culture of southwest Wisconsin. This segment walst connect with the Mississippi River corridadahe
states of lllinois and lowa. The second proposailiis the St. Croix — Mississippi River corridoFheWisconsin
Bicycle Transportation Plan 2024@entifies a 150-mile-long segment of State High\B&yas a “priority corridor”
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that is resulting in wider paved shoulders for blists and walkers. This trail would lie on thestern edge of
Grant County, following the Mississippi River. Ttierd and final proposed trail is the Prairie doi€h to
Madison segment, which would follow the WisconsimeR corridor. The 97-mile corridor is already
recommended for improvements in the Lower Wiscosate Riverway and th&isconsin Bicycle
Transportation Plan 2020

Additionally, Grant County is included in the DuluggMetropolitan Area Transportation Study (DMAT&a
The DMATS area also includes Dubuque County, lométhe City of East Dubuque in lllinois. Currently
efforts are being undertaken to complefirieState Area Integrated Walking, Bicycling, HigiNetwork Plan.
The purpose of this Plan is to maximize fundingrees, improve safety, provide needed facilities sendices,
enhance the quality of life, and set new priorities

5.6 MODES OF TRANSPORTATION

5.6.1 SHIPPING

According to a 2004 report by TDA, trucks carry 88%all manufactured freight transported in WisdaanMore
than 77% of all Wisconsin communities are servedwsively by trucks. Grant County is served by awoek of
highways including:

STH 11 - 157.56 miles between Kieler, east of Dulej@nd Racine.

STH 80 — 163.23 miles from Pittsville to the lllisstate line, connecting with IL SR-84 south ofzkla
Green.

STH 81 — 123.81 miles from Cassville to Beloit.

US 18 — 182.16 miles in Wisconsin, from Milwaukedtie lowa state line, serving as a major route
between Grant County and Madison. The route coativest from the lowa state line for approximately
861 miles terminating in Orin, Wyoming.

US 61 — 120.74 miles in Wisconsin from the lowdestane at Dubuque, lowa to the Minnesota state lin
near LaCrosse. The route runs for a total of 1%08s from New Orleans, Louisiana to Wyoming,
Minnesota.

US 151 — 220.27 miles in Wisconsin, from Manitowwo®ubuque, and terminating 117 miles southwest
near Williamsburg, IA.

5.6.2  AGRICULTURAL -RELATED TRANSPORTATION

Transportation is critical for agriculture, yet egjated transportation needs and impacts are ofteriooked.
Ag-related transportation operates on several scedaging from moving machinery on the systenooél
roads to moving commodities both through and tgdacommunities via truck or rail.

5.6.3 RAlL FREIGHT

Counties in southern Wisconsin have been workigettrer since the 1970s to protect and preserveeatil. In
1978 the Lone Rock to Prairie Du Chien line, whighs along the northern edge of Grant County, \wed for
abandonment by the Milwaukee Road. The WiscongierRRail Transit Commission (WRRTC) formed in 1980
a response to this attempted abandonment and #asadil corridor. This line, which runs from ftta Du Chien
to Madison, runs through Grant County jurisdictiofidluscoda, Blue River, Watterstown, Boscobel, \dfoan
and Marion.

The Burlington Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) rail lin@s along the Mississippi River on the western exfgerant
County. The Communities located along this railinclude Jamestown, Dickeyville, Potosi, WaterlBassville,
Glen Haven, Bloomington, and Wyalusing. See M&dih Attachments for the Grant County Rail Map.

5.6.4 OVER-ROAD SHIPPING

Although commercial vehicles account for less th@%6 of all vehicle-miles traveled, truck trafficdsowing faster
than passenger vehicle traffic according to theeFaHighway Administration (FHWA). This share iisdly to
grow substantially if demand for freight transptida doubles over the next 20 years, as has bestighed (from
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the 2002 reporstatus of the Nation's Highways, Bridges, and Tita@®nditions and Performance Report to
Congress.

5.6.5 ARPORTS

From the County Seat of Lancaster, it is approxahy89 miles (or about 1 hour, 44 minutes) to tta® County
Regional Airport-Truax Field, located five milesrtieeast of Madison. It is approximately 39 miles gdbout 47
minutes) to the Dubuque Regional Airport. Genevétion airports in or near Grant County include Blatteville
Municipal Airport; the Lancaster Municipal Airpoithhe Boscobel Municipal Airport; the Cassville Maipial
Airport; the Prairie Du Chein Municipal Airport; drihe lowa County Airport (near Mineral Point).

5.6.6 WATER TRANSPORTATION
Grant County lies on the eastern side of the Miggis River. The Port of Dubuque is located jusstwof the state
line in Dubuque.

The Cassville Car Ferry connects two National Sc8yiways; the Wisconsin Great River Road and thealGreat
River Road. The Ferry service exists to providelsernative and viable transportation mode in Boestern
Wisconsin. The Ferry makes trips back and forthsethe Mississippi River and is one of the oldgsrating car
ferries in the state of Wisconsin. In 2003, @assville Ferry Report of Operations and Economipéct Analysis
Studywas conducted to identify the both the existingditions of the ferry as well as the economic impax
operating the ferry service.

5.6.7 TRANSPORTATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

It is anticipated that four-lane divided improverteto US 151, from Dickeyville to Belmont, will prmte
economic development by improving access for bssiee and improving access for businesses andoangst t
sites. The relationship of transportation and eatin@evelopment means many things, including tfragtructure
for shipment of goods, access to workers, andsourThis physical infrastructure helps to bringyélars both to
and through communities. The Village Planning Cassion noted they believe that the existing local
transportation system does a good job of meetiaghéeds of the jurisdiction’s economic developngerals related
to agriculture, retail, commerce, shipping, mantufang, and tourism.

5.7 MAINTENANCE AND |MPROVEMENTS

Citizens value good roads and streets: maintenaiitte local transportation system is the largegienditure for
many local governments. Compared to other stefés;onsin has more local roads, the majority ofrthpaved,
and they must be maintained through four seasoo=oréling to Federal Highway Administration (FHWAgtd,
Wisconsin’s per capita spending on local road systies second only to Minnesota’s (the national ageris $123).

5.7.1  GENERAL TRANSPORTATION AIDS

General Transportation Aids (GTA) represent thesddargest program in WisDOT'’s budget and rettionscal
governments roughly 30% of all state-collectedgpmtation revenues (fuel taxes and vehicle registr fees) -
helping offset the cost of county and municipaldeanstruction, maintenance, traffic and otherdpamtation-
related costs.

5.7.2  LOCAL ROADS |MPROVEMENTS PROGRAM

The Local Roads Improvement Program (LRIP) askistd governments in improving seriously deterimmgt
county highways, town roads, and city and villageets. The competitive reimbursement program pay® 50%
of total eligible costs with local governments going the balance. The program has three basic ooprgs:
Municipal Street Improvement (MSIP); County Highwlayprovement (CHIP); and Town Road Improvement
(TRIP). In the 2006-2007 LRIP project cycle, sev&eant County municipalities received LRIP funds.

5.7.3 FAVEMENT SURFACE EVALUATION AND RATING

WISLR - the Wisconsin Information System for LoBalads — provides a data management tool for deeisio
makers. WISLR is an Internet-accessible systemttblais local governments and WisDOT manage local data
to improve decision-making, and to meet state garqguirements. With Geographic Information Sys{&i8)
technology, WISLR combines local road data witkerattive mapping functionality that allows usersligplay
their data in a tabular format, on a map, or both.

The Wisconsin Local Roads and Streets Council areD@T recognized the need and initiated WISLR —firsd
internet-based local road system of its kind inlthmited States. Local governments can use WISR&rying,
analytical, and spreadsheet tools to organize aalyze data. They can also update and edit th&r dais
combination improves accuracy for both pavementlitimm rating submittals and road inventory assessmrRefer
to Map 5.4 in the Attachments for more information.

By statute, local governments are required to tefperpavement condition of roads under their dicion to
WisDOT every two years. Local road information,liming width, surface type, surface year, shoulderb, road
category, functional classification, and pavememidition ratings are incorporated into the WISLRteyn. Access
to inventory information has other value too, sasttompliance with Governmental Accounting Stansl&wolard
Statement 34 (GASB 34), which mandates reportiegriiue of local roads as infrastructure assets.
