It also maintains ¢
existing road infrastructure with hard-surfaced rats. The Town fosters community pride and interactio
amongst its citizens and maintains a sound localvgmment.

Grant County, together with thirty-six (36) juristions, including the Town of Little Grant, appliéat a Planning
Grant through the Wisconsin Department of Admiitstm in the fall of 2006. In the spring of 20@7e thirty-
month Comprehensive Planning Grant was awardednt@ounty and the jurisdictions within it contreatiwith
the Southwestern Wisconsin Regional Planning Cosions(SWWRPC) to complete individual comprehensive
plans for each of the forty jurisdictions (Grantudty, Cities, Towns, and Villages) in accordancthWVisconsin
Statutes 66.1001. The only jurisdictions in Gi@ounty that did not participate under the multigdiction grant

were the towns of Beetown, Boscobel, Castle Roekpninore, Glen Haven, Marion, Millville, Mount Ida,
Muscoda, Paris, Patch Grove, and Platteville, theges of Livingston, Potosi, and Tennyson, arelc¢hies of
Fennimore and Platteville. These jurisdictionbeaitchose to complete their comprehensive plamguther
resources or had already done so.

The inclusion of the extraterritdrarea in two separate plans underscores the tenga of these
lands and the importance of intergovernmental cradjms (see Chapter 8, Land Use). The purposeeof th
extraterritorial zone is essentially one of cooadion with adjoining communities in an effort totiaipate and
mitigate any impacts stemming from the developnietitat area.

Prior to adopting the plan, the Town of Little Gr&woard will hold at least one public hearing tedliss the
recommended plan (Section 66.1001(4)(d), Statslpaovide an opportunity for written comments bg gublic
and respond to such comments through review amdsign at a Town Board meeting. At least 30 haigs to
the hearing, a Class 1 notice will be published ¢tioatains, at a minimum, the following:

The date, time and location of the hearing

A summary of the proposed plan or plan amendment

Where to inspect and how to obtain a copy of tteppsal before the hearing
