The community’s @ss including the Wisconsin river and surrounding
lands, downtown business area and industrial par&ils and highways, quality educational system,
historical and archaeological significance, and dixse recreational opportunities are maximized teth
fullest potential.

The Community promotes the Wisconsin River and sumnding lands through the development of a
Veteran’s Memorial and maintenance of its campgradimpreserves, protects, and promotes the Effigy
Mounds and Gottschall Rock Shelter’ has developeduistrial infrastructure to accommodate additional
business expansion; continues to develop the dowmtdusiness district to create an active commercial
corridor; and supports the local education system.

Grant County, together with thirty-six (36) juristions, including the Village of Muscoda, applied & Planning
Grant through the Wisconsin Department of Admiitstm in the fall of 2006. In the spring of 20@7e thirty-
month Comprehensive Planning Grant was awardednt@ounty and the jurisdictions within it contreatiwith
the Southwestern Wisconsin Regional Planning Cosions(SWWRPC) to complete individual comprehensive
plans for each of the forty jurisdictions (Grantudty, Cities, Towns, and Villages) in accordancthWVisconsin
Statutes 66.1001. The only jurisdictions in Gi@ounty that did not participate under the multigdiction grant

were the towns of Beetown, Boscobel, Castle Roekninore, Glen Haven, Marion, Millville, Mount Ida,
Muscoda, Paris, Patch Grove, and Platteville, theges of Livingston, Potosi, and Tennyson, arelc¢hies of
Fennimore and Platteville. These jurisdictionbeaitchose to complete their comprehensive plamguther
resources or had already done so.

The purposeeof th
extraterritorial zone is essentially one of cooadion with adjoining communities in an effort totiaipate and
mitigate any impacts stemming from the developnietitat area.
